God’s throne worshipping Him. This peek reveals a rather colorful and varied
redeemed group “from every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation.”

What do you think of when you hear the word “nations?” Most of us envision
geopolitical boundaries on a brightly colored map. These lessons give us a proper
view of the word “nations” in the Bible. Understanding this term allows us to see
God’s plan in accomplishing worship as the end goal as seen in Revelation 5:9.
